Your Excellency,

The German organisation “kufa”, managed under Mr. Rahman Nadjafi, has joined together with The Society for Threatened Peoples (GfbV) in light of  the inhumane, brutal aggression in Afghanistan, and is working to support Afghanistan through countless vigils, pickets, demonstrations, congresses, pamphlets, posters, media, radio broadcasts, and television interviews. In the 1980’s we continuously month to month contributed so that the situation of the two million misplaced Afghans due to the Soviet Genocide was publicly made known to the six million citizens of Germany and other German speaking countries.  For instance in 1984, in coordination with the German Evangelical Church Anniversary, 150,000 people came together, to discuss the current actions being taken concerning the crimes of the Bresnjew-Regimes. In 1995 a National Delegation under the leadership of Dr. Rahim Rassul travelled through all major German metropolises in order to organize numerous events, discussions with politicians, and political parties. The Signatories of the International People’s Tribunal in Hamburg successfully spoke and implemented an agreement convicting the Soviet Union of Genocide in Afghanistan. I have personally published a series of publications from The Society of Threatened Peoples over the Afghan people’s enormous time of horror and suffering under Soviet occupation. Under the leadership of Rahman Nadjafi numerous Afghans from Germany have participated in these powerful and successful human rights campaigns.

During this time, our advisory board member and coordinator Rahman Nadjafi in Pakistan has accomplished very important projects. He has provided support for schools and hospitals, as well as delivering medicine and food. Beyond providing such support he has arranged for wounded Afghan children to be cared for in Germany. All of this was accomplished before the Taliban seized power.  We were fully taken aback that the Taliban would oppress and terrorize its own population. We welcomed the American intervention, even if we did not completely approve of the methods used by the ally troops.  

Mr. Nadjafi was then able to obtain an abandoned building in the capital city of Kabul from your Excellence, in order to support his project of supporting and caring for women, children, and victims of war. You also recommended to Mr. Nadjafi that he keep his Excellence informed over this project. Nadjafi was then given a recommendation by Mayor Amiak to speak with the President of the Red Crescent Hadji Kara Beg Izet Yar. From this appointment the successful handing over of the estate was achieved. In line with this accomplishment I would like formally thank again all parties concerned.  

In 2005 Fatima Gailani took over the position of Foreign Affairs President of the Red Crescent, and since then has began trying to move the war victims that were attended
by “kufa” to new homes. There are currently language and computer courses being provided, as well as landscaping for potatoes and market gardening. A tailor and

bakery is also in service. This area is being used for the poorest of the poor, those who have been so appallingly and awfully afflicted through the Genocide and current war. I would also like to remind you that Mr. Nadjafi has to date personally invested 250,000 € from Germany to the construction of the building and the services it, and its members are currently providing. 
If Ms. Galilani is allowed to build a guest house in this area, this would be viewed as completely counterproductive and against all efforts that have thus far been put into this region.  I am therefore sincerely asking you to help, and to make sure that the “kufa” house presence is not compromised or taken from those who are desperately in need of its services. We would like to further ensure the imperative support needed to help these poor women and children. We will also make sure that our support is made clear through further usage of public media usage, publications, protests, demonstrations, and vigils.
